CURRENT CHALLENGES

A Most children do notreceive letters (only 30% of sponsors write more than once each year)

A Children continue to write letters without a response (only 47 children receive a letter at least
once peryear)

A Some children do not have sponsors, which can lead to jealousy and a minimized perception of
self-worth

A Four shares/child results in confusion among sponsors and increased letter-writing pressure
for each child

A Potential confusion around child to sponsor relationship, especially with transition to family
units and corresponding parental relationships
